• Maintains inventory stock; responsible for backup systems being maintained at all times. 

 

• Adheres to Paragon Casino Resort standard levels ensuring daily work and special projects are 

completed in an efficient and professional manner.

The noise level in the work environment is usually moderate.  When on the casino floor, the noise level 

increases to loud.
